Please note: Per Western Regional Rules, a dancer who wins two preliminary championships must move to
open championship immediately. In other regions, preliminary championship winners do not have to move
immediately and may remain in preliminary for the full calendar year. This is NOT the case in the Western
Region.

The St. Ambrose Spring feis is offering two preliminary championships to assist dancers who are hoping to
qualify for Nationals. If a dancer attains their second preliminary win on Saturday of the feis and is
entered for preliminary also on Sunday, we will transfer the Sunday preliminary entry to the Open
Championship competition at the 2010 St. Ambrose Fall Feis. Entry deadline for Nationals is Saturday,
May 1%, 2010. However, entries will be accepted with late fee until May 8®, 2010

Please note the second preliminary championship option is considered a special for this feis and as such
the special is not included in the family max calculations.

The Anaheim Hilton is also the venue for the 2011 Oireachtas and the 2013 National Championships. We are

fortunate to have secured ballroom space at this busy hotel. Our space is paid for by hotel rooms occupied. IF
